America. Jim Davis and Michael Graham have 
commissioned the largest and most comprehen-
sive study of dechurching in America by re-
nowned sociologists Dr. Ryan Burge and Dr. 
Paul Djupe. 
 

The Great Dechurching takes the insights 
gleaned from this study to drill down on how  
exactly people are dechurching with respect to 
beliefs, behavior, and belonging. 
 

You'll explore what can be done to slow the 
bleed, engage the pertinent issues winsomely 
and wisely, and hopefully re-church some of the 
dechurched.
