Live Streaming

Very soon, our ministry will expand. In
August, the Church Council discussed
putting our worship service on YouTube
and Facebook Live. We talked about how
this would help us share the worship ser-
vice with people who could not be pre-
sent. We explored the reasons behind
adding this ministry and felt like it fit in
with our mission.

The Church Council formed a Live
Streaming Task Force (LSTF). This in-
trepid group met and began learning
about the video production process. They
studied hardware and software. They
consulted with the Finance Committee
about funding sources, and set a budget.
They set a target date for going “live”
during Advent. After much deliberation,
the LSTF purchased a system from a
vendor in Philadelphia. During the instal
lation, the vendor proved their good rep-
utation by providing excellent support.

Now, the LSTF is finalizing policies and
putting together a team to produce the
video each week. Soon, University Bap-
tist Church will begin broadcasting the
weekly worship service on YouTube. As
we make the final preparations for going
live on YouTube, we need your help.
